If the Principal Approves your admission, then deposit the fee on the same date 

through online mode.

6. DOCUMENTS REQUIRED 
The candidate will submit hard copy of Application form along with the relevant documents as detailed 

below (For 1st Year only): 

 

1. Board/University Certificates: Two copies of certificates of Matriculation onwards examination 

already passed are to be submitted while the original certificates are to be shown for verification. If the 

Board/University has not issued any particular certificate, provisional certificate from the head of the 

institution last attended will be acceptable, provided it gives the detailed marks and proof of date of 

birth. 

 

2. Fresh entrants must submit copies of following certificates along with above mentioned 

documents 

(a)School leaving certificate (b) Character certificate in original 

(c) Migration certificate in original and one photo stated copy by all the candidates migrating from 

outside Himachal Pradesh. In case the eligibility of such candidates is doubtful, he/she can be asked to 

bring equivalent certificate or eligibility certificate for admission to the desired class. 

(d) SC/ST/OBC/IRDP candidates must attach an attested copy of their category certificate and IRDP 

candidates should attach certificate showing the profession of the father and income from all sources. The 

original certificate issued by Magistrate Class-I or Tehsildar must be shown at the time of admission. 

(e) Bonafide Himachali Certificate issued by Magistrate Class-I or Tehsildar must be shown at the time 

of admission by a girl student in order to get fee concession. 

(f) Aadhar Card UID/EID is compulsory for all students. 
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Minimum Eligibility Conditions for Admission to B.A. / B.Sc. /B.Com. I SEM: 

3. Candidates having a gap are required to submit an affidavit, duly attested by Magistrate Class-I, 

stating the facts/reasons responsible for the discontinuation of their studies. In case of false affidavit, 

the candidate's admission will be cancelled and legal action will be taken against him/her. 

4. The old continuing students of the college need not submit character certificate. In case the student 

seeking admission has passed the last examination as private candidate, he/she will produce a character 

certificate from a gazetted officer. This certificate should not be more than three months old. 

 

7. ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS FOR ADMISSION 
The college is running all the three faculties of Science, Commerce and Humanities. The students may 

seek admission in any of the three streams, provided they fulfill the following minimum eligibility 

conditions. 

 

Eligibility for the UG Programmes NEP 2020 

a.  A student who has passed 12th standard or equivalent examination in any stream from a 

recognised institution (UGC-CCFUGP: 3.2.3). 

  

b. Admission to the 3-year/4-year UG programme will be based on the preference of the Major, if 

any. In case a student does not want to opt for any major in the 3-year programmes/they will be 

admitted based on their preferences for subject combinations. 

c. Admission to a discipline-specific course or major will be subject to the availability of the subject 

and the capacity of the college/department/centre. 

d. No student shall be eligible for admission to a Programme in any discipline unless s/he fulfils the 

prerequisites of courses as fixed by the university. 

e. Reservation 

The statutory reservation policy of the Government of Himachal Pradesh shall be followed in the 

selection of eligible candidates for admission. 

 

 

 

B.A.-I (Pass Course): 33% in 10+2. Provided those students seeking admission to B.A.-I with 
Mathematics as one of the subject of study, should have obtained at least 45% marks in aggregate or 45% 
marks in Mathematics at 10+2 level. 

B.Sc.-I (Pass Course): 45% in 10+2 in four written subjects (including English) with Physics, 

Chemistry, Mathematics/Biology. For those who opt for Medical Group, Biology at 10+2 is 

compulsory. 

B.Com.-I (Pass Course) : 45% in 10+2 in four written subjects (including English) with 

Mathematics/Economics as compulsory subject at 10+2 level, vocational (45%) with commerce subjects 

(40% in 10+2 for those students who have passed 10+2 under Commerce Stream). In case of girl student, 

33% in 10+2 are required. The Academic council/Executive council vide Item No. 30 (19) of its meeting 

held on 6-7-98 clarified that the students coming from vocational streams can be given admission to 

B.A./B.Sc./B.Com.-I without having Maths/Economics and Maths/Biology as the case may be as one of 

the compulsory subject at +2 level with the requisite minimum pass percentage as prescribed for 

admission to B. A./ B.Sc./B. Com. – Ist year (pass course) under ordinance 1.4 (as amended) . 

 
Note : 

Age: No student shall be admitted who has attained the age of 23 years (25 years for girls students 

only) on 1st July of the year concerned. The upper age limit will be raised by three years in case the 
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student belongs to SC/ST category. The Principal, however can use his discretion to provisionally 

grant age relaxation up to maximum of 3months. 

In addition to eligibility conditions mentioned above, the student should also satisfy the following 
conditions for admission to B.A./B.Sc./B.Com. 

1 ) A student should have passed 10+2 class from H.P. Board of School Education under 10+2+3 system or 

any other equivalent examination recognized by the H.P. University. 

2) The student of National Open School, who has passed all the five subjects by securing requisite marks will 

be admitted. There is no provision of admission to the compartment cases of National Open School.

Programme Components 

Towards the attainment of holistic and multidisciplinary education, the HEI/College will offer 

courses from every Department before the commencement of each semester, listing the courses 

for Major, Minors, Discipline-Specific Electives, Multidisciplinary Studies, Ability Enhancement, 

Skill Enhancement, and Value Addition, along with the offering departments and course in-

charges. This will enable students to select the courses of their choice. The students will then 

choose the courses of their choice from the list being offered, taking into account the 

requirements outlined in the curriculum of the degree they are pursuing. 

The entire 3-year UG programme curriculum is divided into two parts: (a) Core Courses and (b) 

Common Courses, which are described below. 

A. List of Core Courses 

The core courses comprise Discipline-Specific, Discipline-Specific Elective (DSE), and Minor 

courses. All core courses have a credit allocation of 4. Altogether, irrespective of any significant 

or minor options, a student will necessarily need to study 23 courses with a total credit allocation 

of 92 over a 3-year programme. The degrees relevant to the core courses will be awarded. 

i. Major Courses 

Courses offered by a particular department for own students. The minimum credit requirement for a 

Single Core Discipline (Major) over 3 years is 64, which translates to 16 courses, including 5 

The students have the option to go for Bachelors ( pass ) degree only. He/she will choose only three 

subjects that he/she will be studying from the subject groups given below.

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DSEs. 

ii. Minor Courses 

One of the Major courses offered by the Department shall be treated as a Minor for students of other 

departments. The department may also offer a separate course or repeat 

  

the same course(s) as a Minor for students of other departments. The minimum credit requirement for 

a Minor Course over 3 years is 24, which translates to 6 courses. 

 

B. List of Common Courses 

 

i. Multidisciplinary Courses (MDC): Total Credits 9 

Courses offered by a particular department shall be considered multidisciplinary for students of other 

departments. A student cannot opt for an MDC catering to their Core Courses (Major and 

Minor). The student should be motivated to opt for a different subject each semester. 

 

ii. Ability Enhancement Course (AEC): Total Credits 8 

Courses on Language and Communication Skills, viz. English, Hindi, and Sanskrit 

iii. Skill Enhancement Course(SEC): Total Credits 9 

The HEI/College will identify the Skill Enhancement Courses to be offered in a semester, and 

students will choose the skill course of his/her choice from the courses offered. 

iv. I/A/P/C/ (or Work-based Vocational Course*): Total credits 4 

Internship/Apprenticeship/Minor Project/Community Outreach (I/A/P/C) or Work-based Vocational 

Courses are courses common to all students and will be carried out during the winter and 

summer terms/vacations. Although offered in the second semester, students may be encouraged to 

make their choice at the end of the first semester, allowing them to carry out activities during 

winter vacation as well. 

*This course will not be offered in the first (beginning) academic session. 

v)   Value-Addition Course(VAC): Total 6 Credits 

These are the course(s) common to all students to be offered as a VAC category in a particular 

semester. The HEI/College will assign one or more teachers to teach these courses as required, 

regardless of the teacher's background or qualifications. 

7. New Programmes and Courses 

Himachal Pradesh University may edit or deactivate any existing programmes/courses and offer new 

ones in the subsequent academic years. HPU enables affiliated colleges, institutions, councils, 

and other agencies to propose new programmes and courses, which will be considered by 

relevant bodies in alignment with the National Higher Education Qualifications Framework 

(NHEQF) and the National Curriculum Framework (NCrF) guidelines. 

8.    Academic Bank of Credits (ABC) 

The HPU-UGP is directly connected to the Academic Bank of Credit (ABC) as notified by the UGC. 

All credits a student earns at the end of an examination in HPU-UGP will be deposited in the 

ABC by the university. 

As such, a student under HPU-UGP must register for the ABC as notified by the regulatory agencies. 

9. Duration for Award of UG Certificate, UG Diploma and Degree 

The UG Programmes will be of either 3 or 4-year duration with appropriate certifications and exits, 

such as: 

i. UG Certificate after completing 1 year (2 semesters) of study in the chosen fields of study with 44 

credits, including four credits in I/A/P/C/ or work-based vocational course(s) offered during 

winter/or summer term. 

ii. UG Diploma after 2 years (4 semesters) of study with 86 credits. 

iii. 3-Year Bachelor's Degree after successful completion of three years (6 semesters) with 128 

credits. 

iv. 4-Year Bachelor's Degree (Honours) after successful completion of four years (eight semesters) 

with 168 credits. 
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v. 4 -Year Bachelor's Degree (Honours with Research) after successful completion of four years 

(eight semesters) with a Research Project or Dissertation under the guidance of an eligible 

regular faculty member, securing 168 credits, out of which 12 credits will be for the Research 

Project or Dissertation. 

vi. Students will be permitted to take a break from the study during the period of study, but the total 

duration of completing the programme shall not exceed 7 years. 

It should be noted that any certificate/diploma/degree is awarded only if the student clears (i.e., 

passes) all the required courses (papers) up to that point in time. 

Note: College/CDOE/Department/HPU-DES will decide whether to offer a 3-year or 4-year 

undergraduate programme before the academic session starts. However, the 4-Year Bachelor's 

Degree Programme may be considered a preferred option, as it would provide an opportunity to 

  

experience the full range of holistic and multidisciplinary education (vide UGC letter No. 27-3/2023 

(CU) dated 28th March 2023). 

 

10. Change of Programme 

The students who wish to change programmes in the 2nd year (or third semester) shall be eligible 

only for the 3-year B.A. programme (Multidisciplinary), subject to availability of seats and the 

Major programme in the College and earning of additional credits (8 each in each of the two core 

Major disciplines). Two courses of any one discipline studied in the first two semesters will be 

treated as a Minor. The remaining 16 credits shall be earned from a single Minor discipline. 

 

11. Multiple Exits and Entries 

As permissible under UGC Guidelines for Multiple Entry and Exit in Academic Programmes offered 

in Higher Education Institutions, students will be allowed to enter/re-enter in the odd semesters 

and exit after even semesters, provided that they fulfil the minimum requirements for entry and 

exit. 

For example, a student can exit a programme after one year and then re-enter the programme at a 

later time, continuing from where they left off. This process can be executed multiple times. 

However, entry into the programme is subject to the availability of positions at the 

institute/college at that time. However, an institution can increase the number of seats by ten per 

cent to accommodate students re-entering the programme or coming from a different institution. 

Besides, the following should apply: 

 

a. A student will receive a certificate/diploma/degree upon exiting the HPU-UGP (depending on the 

year of graduation), provided they have passed all the minimum compulsory courses at that point 

in time. 

b. After exiting, either at the end of Year 1 or Year 2, the student can seek entry only into the same 

program to which they were initially admitted. 

c. When a student exits the HPU-UGP after 3 years with a Bachelor's Degree, s/he cannot seek 

reentry into the programme in the fourth year; instead/they will need to take admission into the 

Master's programme in the first year. 

d. Students with a UG degree with Honours after 4 years will have to take admission into the second 

year of a 2-year Master's programme. 

e. Students with a UG degree with Honours and Research after 4 years can directly progress to a 

PhD programme, provided they secure a minimum of 75% marks. 

f. As the contents (syllabi) of all courses are subject to modification from time to time, when a 

student re-enters the programme after an earlier exit, they must study the content of all courses 

available at that time. 

The Multiple Entry and Exit policy shall also include students from other Universities and Colleges 

affiliated with other Universities who wish to join H.P. University or its affiliated colleges. The 

admission of such students shall be based on the merit of their score in the previous Semesters 

and availability of seats. 
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14. Migration 

Students pursuing their 3-year Undergraduate programme through the regular mode (i.e., a student 

from any college affiliated with H.P. University) can transfer their admission to CDOE at any 

point during a semester. Such a student, however, shall have to pay the complete Semester fee of 

the concerned semester as well, irrespective of the duration of the semester gone by. Students 

pursuing their 3-year Undergraduate programme from CDOE can be migrated or admitted as 

regular students to colleges against vacant seats at the beginning of the semesters. 

15. Inter-Institution Mobility 

The HPU-UGP enables students to engage in inter-institutional mobility, both for incoming and 

outgoing students. For this, HPU will take into account the credits that the student has in their 

ABC. 

For an incoming student, the following should be observed: 

a. The entry is subject to the availability of seats in the concerned discipline. 

b. The student must fulfil all the academic prerequisites of the relevant discipline. 

c. HPU will award a degree to a student only when the student has completed at least 60% of the 

credits for core courses offered by HPU. 

 

Promotion 

Students shall be allowed to proceed from one semester to the next in accordance with HPU's 

Examination and Grading Ordinance/Notifications. 

27. Evaluation Committee for Multiple Entry and Exit 

While this HPU-UGP provides options for multiple entry and exit for HPU students, students from 

other HEIs who are willing to join HPU will also be allowed entry at an appropriate level. The 

NAD Cell of HPU will evaluate the multiple entry and exit points to determine the eligibility of 

students who desire to join the University from other HEIs with lateral entry. 

 

 

 

 

Course Components 
 
The courses will have a combination of various teaching methods as required. The methods may comprise the following: 

i. Lecture courses: Courses involving lectures relating to a field or discipline by an expert or qualified personnel in a field 

of learning, work/vocation, or professional practice. 

ii. Tutorial courses: Courses involving problem-solving and discussions relating to a field or discipline under the guidance 

of qualified personnel in a field of learning, work/vocation, or professional practice. 

iii. Practicum or Laboratory work: A course requiring students to participate in a project or practical or lab activity that 

applies previously learned/studied principles/theory related to the chosen field of learning, work/vocation, or 

professional practice under the supervision of an expert or qualified individual in the field of learning, work/vocation or 

professional practice. 

iv. Seminar: A course requiring students to participate in structured discussions/conversations or debate focused on 

assigned tasks/readings, current or historical events, or shared experiences guided or led by an expert or qualified 

personnel in a field of learning, work/vocation, or professional practice. 

v. Internship: A course requiring students to participate in a professional activity or work experience, or cooperative 

education activity with an entity external to the education institution, normally under the supervision of an expert of the 

given external entity. A key aspect of the internship is induction into actual work situations. Internships involve 

working with local industry, government, or private organisations, as well as business organisations, artists, 

craftspeople, and similar entities, to provide opportunities for students to engage in on-site experiential learning 

actively. 

vi. Studio activities involve students engaging in creative or artistic pursuits: Every student is engaged in performing a 

creative activity to obtain a specific outcome. Studio-based activities involve visual– or aesthetic-focused experiential 

work. 
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vii. Field practice/projects: Courses requiring students to participate in field-based learning/projects generally under the 

supervision of an expert of the given external entity. 

viii. Community engagement and service: Course requiring students to participate in field-based learning/projects 

generally under the supervision of an expert of the given external entity. The curricular component of 'community 

engagement and service' would expose students to socio-economic issues in society, allowing theoretical learning to be 

supplemented by real-life experiences and generating solutions to actual problems. 

 

Curricular Components/ Outline of NEP 2020 
The UG curriculum consists of the following components: 

  

i. Major Stream Courses 

 

These are the disciplines or subjects of primary focus that provide students with the opportunity to pursue in-

depth study of a particular discipline or subject, and the degree will be awarded in that discipline. Students should 

secure at least 50% of the total credits in the major discipline. All major courses will be of 4 credits each. 

ii. Minor Stream Courses 

Minor courses help students gain a broader understanding beyond the major disciplines. Students will have the 

option to choose other disciplinary/interdisciplinary courses and skill-based courses relating to a chosen vocational 

education programme as a minor. Students who take the prescribed number of courses in a discipline or 

interdisciplinary area of study other than the chosen major will qualify for a minor in that discipline or the chosen 

multidisciplinary area of study. All minor courses will also be of 4 credits each. 

 

iii. Multidisciplinary Courses 

All students are required to undergo three introductory-level courses relating to any of the following broad 

disciplines. These courses are intended to broaden the intellectual experience and form part of liberal arts and science 

education. Students may be encouraged to choose courses that they have not taken at the higher secondary level under 

this category. Various departments will offer Multidisciplinary Courses. This must be distinct from the core 

discipline/subject. All courses under the multidisciplinary category will be 3 credits each. 

Natural and Physical Sciences, Mathematics, Statistics, and Computer Applications, Library, Information and 

Media Sciences, Humanities and Social Sciences, Comparative Literature, Arts & Creative expressions, Creative 

Writing and Literature, language(s), Philosophy, etc. and interdisciplinary courses relating to humanities 

 

 

iv. Ability Enhancement Courses (Language and Communication Skill Courses) 

 

Students are required to achieve competency in Modern Indian Language (MIL) and in the English language, 

with special emphasis on language and communication skills. The courses aim to enable students to acquire and 

demonstrate the core linguistic skills, including critical reading and expository and academic writing skills, which help 

them articulate their arguments and present their thinking clearly and coherently, and recognise the importance of 

language as a mediator of knowledge and identity. They would also enable students to become acquainted with the 

cultural and intellectual heritage of the chosen MIL and the English language, as well as to gain a reflective 

understanding of the structure and complexity of the language/literature related to both the MIL and the English 

language. The courses will also emphasize the development and enhancement of skills such as communication and the 

ability to participate in/conduct discussions and debates. The courses under this category will be assigned 2 credits each 

v. Skill Enhancement Courses 

These courses are designed to impart practical skills, hands-on training, and soft skills to enhance the 

employability of students. Courses will be designed according to the students' needs and available institutional 

resources. Each of the Skill Enhancement courses will be assigned 3 credits. 

vi. Value-Addition Courses 

These are courses common to all UG students. All UG students are required to take the following courses under 

the category of value-added courses. Each course under this category will be of 2 credits. 

Universal Human Values, Understanding India, Environmental Science / Education, Digital and Technological 
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Solutions, Health & Wellness, Yoga Education, Sports, and Fitness 

vii. Internship/Apprenticeship/Field Project 

A key aspect of the new NEP UG programme is induction into actual work situations or community experience. 

Each of the courses under the categories of Internship/Apprenticeship/Field Project, Community Engagement / Field-

based Learning / Minor Project will be 4 credits. 

Internship/Apprenticeship: All students will undergo internships/apprenticeships in a firm, industry, or 

organisation or training in labs with faculty and researchers in their own or other HEIs/research institutions during the 

summer term. Students will be provided with opportunities for internships with local industry, business organisations, 

health and allied areas, local governments (such as panchayats, municipalities), Parliament or elected representatives, 

media organisations, artists, crafts persons, and a wide variety of organisations so that students may actively engage 

with the practical side of their learning and, as a by-product, further improve their employability. Students who wish to 

exit after the first two semesters will undergo a 4-credit work-based learning/internship during the summer term to 

obtain a UG Certificate. 

Community Engagement and Service: The curricular component of 'Community Engagement and Service' 

aims to expose students to socio-economic issues in society, thereby supplementing theoretical learning with real-life 

experiences to generate solutions to pressing problems. This can be part of the activity to be undertaken during the 

summer term or a component of a major or minor course, depending on the major/minor discipline. 

Field-based learning/minor project: The field-based learning/minor project aims to provide students with 

opportunities to understand the diverse socio-economic contexts. It will strive to provide students with exposure to 

development-related issues in both rural and urban settings. It will provide students with opportunities to observe 

situations in both rural and urban contexts, and to study actual field situations related to socio-economic development. 

Students will be given opportunities to gain a first-hand understanding of the policies, regulations, organisational 

structures, processes, and programmes that guide the development process. They would have the chance to gain an 

understanding of the complex socio-economic problems in the community and innovative practices required to generate 

solutions to the identified problems. This may be a project for the summer term or a part of a major or minor course, 

depending on the subject of study. 

. 

viii. Other Activities 

This component will include participation in activities related to the National Service Scheme (NSS), National 

Cadet Corps (NCC), adult education/literacy initiatives, mentoring school students and other similar activities. Students 

may be encouraged to enrol in these activities regardless of whether they are credit-bearing or non-credit-bearing. 

Note: All Value Addition Courses, I/A/P/C courses, and Work-based Vocational Courses must be taught by all 

teachers, regardless of their disciplinary background, depending on workload. 

   

20. Semester-wise Programme Components 

UGC has prepared a model for the semester-wise distribution of different categories of courses. 

Based on this model, the UG Programme Structure is framed, and the semester-wise course and 

credit distribution of UG Programmes are presented in the Tables below. 

Semesters 1 & 2: Students will choose 3 discipline-specific (one stream) core courses (A, B, and 

C). Students opting for a Single Core Discipline (Major) have to select a Major and Minor out of 

the 3 subjects studied in the 1st and 2nd semesters at the end of the 2nd semester. Another 

discipline's DSC/course studied in the first two semesters will be treated as a minor. Additionally, 

these students will also take courses of their interest from Multidisciplinary, Ability Enhancement, 

Skill Enhancement, and Value-Addition categories. Students will also be placed in an 

internship/apprenticeship/field project, or community engagement and service program, as well as 

participate in field-based learning / minor projects. 

All the major and minor courses for the 1st & 2nd semesters will be 100-level courses. 

Additional Seats: An additional 10% of the sanctioned strength may be created to accommodate 

requests for a change of major. Any unfilled or vacant seats may be filled with those seeking a

change of Major. Preference will be given to those with the highest CGPA and no areas of concern 

in the first year/semester. 

Semesters 3 & 4: Students will select courses of interest in their major and minor to build a career 

of interest. Students opting for the stream-based Multidisciplinary/Interdisciplinary UG 

programme will have to declare one of the three subjects as a Minor in the 3rd semester. The other 

02 subjects will remain their Core (Major) subjects. All students will study the DSE of core 

courses, excluding the Minor. Students studying a Multidisciplinary/Interdisciplinary 3-year 

degree are strongly advised to choose one subject for all the DSEs in which they wish to do 

Honours or Honours with Research in 4th Year, as they must study at least 5 DSEs of that 

discipline in the 2nd and 3rd years. They will also pursue courses from multidisciplinary, ability 

enhancement, skill enhancement, and value-addition categories. 

The major courses of the 3rd & 4th semesters may be 200-level courses, while the level of minor 

courses may be 200 & above. 

Semesters 5 & 6: Students will undertake higher-level courses and related courses during the 5th 

& 6th semesters to gain in-depth knowledge in the core courses, including DSEs (2 each) in the 

5th& 6th semesters, along with an ability enhancement course. 

The major courses for the 5th& 6th semesters may be 300 level, and the level of minor courses 

may be 200 & above. 

 

 Entry and Exit Options 

As permissible under UGC Guidelines for Multiple Entry and Exit in Academic Programmes 

offered in Higher Education Institutions, students will be allowed to enter/re-enter in the odd 

semesters and after even semesters, provided that they fulfil the minimum requirements for entry 

and exit. 

Attendance 

A student shall be eligible to appear in the end-semester examination only if he/she has a 

minimum of 75% attendance. The terms and rules governing condoning can be found in the 

Examination Section of the Ordinance. 

Examination & Grading 

The examination and grading modalities of HPU-UGP will be in accordance with HPU's 

Examination and Grading Ordinance/Notifications. 

 Repeating or Options for Other Courses 

i. If a student fails a particular course, they shall be promoted to the next semester and shall 

repeat the course with the ensuing examinations. 

ii. Repetition of course (s) shall be only for the end-of-semester examinations. 

iii. In place of the failed courses, students may opt for the following in consultation with the 

parent department: 

• Choose other courses with the same credits offered through CDOE. 

• Choose online/CDOE courses approved by HPU as per existing UGC regulations, having

28.1. Significant Notes 

1. The prescribed credit weightage includes Lecture, Tutorial, and Practical components. 

2. In the first semester, students will be offered three different subjects within the same stream: A, B, and C  

(Core and Minor are provided here for illustrative purposes only). 

3. At the end of the second semester, each student may choose one of two programmes: the Multi-

Disciplinary/Interdisciplinary or Single Core Discipline (Major) programme. The student choosing the 

latter will be required to give his/her Major and Minor at the end of the second semester. Such choices, 

including DSCs made at the end of the second semester, shall remain in effect until the VI semester. 
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4.Additional Seats: The Colleges may create 10% extra seats over and above the sanctioned strength to 

accommodate the request for a change of major. Any unfilled or vacant seats may be filled with those seeking a 

change of Major. Preference will be given to those with the highest CGPA and no arrears in the first 

year/semester. 

5. The DSCs of another discipline for the first two semesters of students who opt for Major programmes 

will be treated as Minors. 

6. A DSC offered in one discipline will be treated as a Minor by another. Students can choose Minor 

Courses from two different subjects, but must earn a minimum of 12 credits in each. 

7.MDCs must be selected from a broad discipline/pool of MDCs other than Major and Minor subjects. 

8. AEC/VAC/SEC-3 should be chosen from a pool of courses. Every discipline shall provide these courses, 

some of which will be offered discipline-specific, while the rest can be open to students of all other 

disciplines. However, the two SECs (SEC-1 & SEC-2) must be chosen from the discipline-specific (Core 

and Minor). 

9. A maximum of two language courses can be opted for as Core and Minor. AECs should be in a language 

other than what is studied in DSCs/Minors. 

10. I/A/P/C will be determined at the end of the first semester to enable students to carry out some I/A/P/C 

activities during winter vacation. 

11.To pursue an Honour degree in the 4th year, students will have to choose only one discipline in both 

semesters, in which s/he have studied 6 DSCs and 5 DSEs in the first three years. 

12. A student who secures 75% or more marks in aggregate till semester 6 (up to a 3-year degree) shall be 

eligible for a 4-year degree Honours with Research, provided HPU has approved the college to offer it. 

13. One course per semester (DSC/Minor/MDC/SEC/etc) from a subject offered in two (or more) different 

programs (e.g. BCA and BSc/ BPA and BA/ BFA and BA/ Shastri and BA/etc) must be the same. 

14. Students in the BA programmes can opt for only one DSC each from the Bachelor of Performing Arts 

(Dance, Music, Vocal & Instrument/Tabla/ etc.) and the Bachelor of Fine Arts (Painting/Applied 

Arts/Sculpture/ etc.). 

15. Major and Minor shall be awarded on fulfilment of the following conditions: For Major, 64 credits in a 

3-year & 84 credits in a 4-year UG programme in a single Major Discipline. For Minor 28 credits in 4-

year UG programme in a single Minor Discipline 

*As this scheme is being introduced for the first time, it is subject to modifications. Any changes applied in 

subsequent years after admission to the 1st Year will be retrospectively applicable.

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Outline of Choice Based Credit System: 

 
1. Core Course:( Discipline Specific Course I, 12 papers ) . The purpose of fixing core papers is to 

ensure that all the institutions follow a minimum common curriculum so that each institution/university 

adheres to common minimum standard. Also the course designed for pProf.ers under this category aim to 

cover the basics that a student is expected to imbibe in that particular discipline. A course, which should 

compulsorily be studied by a candidate as a core requirement is termed as a Core course. 

 

2. Elective Course: (Discipline Specific Course II, 12 papers).Generally a course which can be 

chosen from a pool of courses and which may be very specific or specialized or advanced or supportive to 

the discipline/ subject of study or which provides an extended scope or which enables an exposure to some 

other discipline/subject/domain or nurtures the candidate’s proficiency/skill is called an Elective Course. 

3. Core Compulsory Courses: 

1. English ( In 1st Year and 2nd Year only) 

2. Hindi/ Skt.(In 1st Year and 2nd Year only) 

 

4. Ability Enhancement Courses (AEC): The Ability Enhancement (AE) Courses may be of two kinds:

The main purpose of these courses is to provide 

students life-skills in hands-on mode so as to increase their employability. The list provided under this 

category is suggestive in nature and each 

University has complete freedom to suggest their own pProf.ers under this category based on their expertise, 
specialization, requirements, scope and need. 

 

6. Discipline Specific Elective (DSE) Course: Core course offered in 3rd year of degree under the main 

discipline/subject of study is referred to as Discipline Specific Elective. The list provided under this 

category are suggestive in nature and each University has complete freedom to suggest their own pProf.ers 

under this category based on their expertise, specialization, requirements, scope and need. The 

University/Institute may also offer discipline related Elective courses of interdisciplinary nature (to be 

offered by main discipline/subject of study). 

7. Generic Elective (GE) Course: (2 each for B.A./B.Com. regular courses in 3rd year only)): An elective 

course chosen from an unrelated discipline/subject, with an intention to seek exposure beyond discipline/s 

of choice is called a Generic Elective. The purpose of this category of pProf.ers is to offer the students the 

option to explore disciplines of interest beyond the choices they make in Core and Discipline Specific 

Elective pProf.ers. The list provided under this category are suggestive in nature and each University has 

complete freedom to suggest their own pProf.ers under this category based on their expertise, 

specialization, requirements, scope and need. P.S.: A core course offered in a discipline/subject may be 

treated as an elective by other discipline/subject and vice versa and such electives may also be referred to 

as Generic Elective. 
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Implementation: 

8. Practical/tutorials (One each with every core and discipline/generic specific elective pProf.er): 

The list of practical provided is suggestive in nature and each university has the freedom toadd/subtract/edit 

practical from the list depending on their faculty and infrastructure available. Addition will however be of 

similar nature. 

 

9. Dissertation/Project*: An elective course designed to acquire special/advanced knowledge, such as 

supplement study/support study to a project work, and a candidate studies such a course on his own with 

an advisory support by a teacher/faculty member is called dissertation/project. 

 

 

Introducing Research Component in Under-Graduate Courses. 

 
Project work/Dissertation is considered as a special course involving Prof.plication of knowledge in solving / 

analyzing /exploring a real life situation / difficult problem.

4. The college will plan the number of seats per elective pProf.er as per the facility and infrastructure 

available. An undergraduate degree in Science disciplines will be awarded if a student completes 4 core 

papers each in three disciplines of choice, 2 Ability Enhancement Compulsory Courses (AECC), 

minimum 4 Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC) and 2 papers each from a list of Discipline Specific Elective 

papers based on three disciplines of choice selected above respectively. 

5. An Undergraduate degree in Humanities/ Social Sciences/ Commerce may be awarded if a student completes 4 

core papers each in two disciplines of choice, 2 core compulsory papers each in English and Hindi/MIL, 

respectively, 2 Ability Enhancement Compulsory Courses (AECC), minimum 4 Skill Enhancement Courses 

(SEC), 2 papers each from a list of Discipline Specific Elective papers based on the two disciplines of 

choice selected above, respectively, and two papers from the list of Generic Electives papers. 

6. For the purpose of computation of work-load the following mechanism will be adopted: 

i) 1 Credit=1 Theory period of one hour duration. 

ii) 1 Credit=1 Tutorial period of one hour duration. 

iii) 1 Credit=1 Practical period of two hour duration 

7. The credit(s) for each theory pProf.er/practical/tutorial/project/dissertation will be as per the details given in 

the syllabus designed by University available on its website or as given in next two pages.

Students Course-wise Assessment and Evaluation 
All courses (Compulsory, Core, Elective, and Ability Enhancement Course ) involve an evaluation system 

of students that has the following two components:- 
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(i) Continuous Comprehensive Assessment (CCA) accounting for 30% of the final grade that a student gets in 

a course; and 

(ii) End-Semester Examination (ESE) accounting for the remaining 70% of the final grade that the student gets 

in a course. 

Continuous Comprehensive Assessment (CCA): This would have the following components: 

 

a) Classroom Attendance: Each student will have to attend a minimum of 75% Lectures/Tutorials/ 

Practicals. A student having less than 75% attendance will not be allowed to appear in the End - 

Semester Examination (ESE). 

b) Classroom Attendance Incentive: The incentive for the classroom attendance (for those participating in 

Co-curricular activities, 25% will be added to per cent attendance) will be awarded CCA marks as 

follows:

End-Semester Examination (ESE): 

The remaining 70% of the final grade of the student in a course will be on the basis of an end-semester 

examination (ESE) that will be for three hours duration and will be covering the whole syllabus of the 

'course. For the Odd Semesters the ESE will be in the month of October/November and for Even 

Semesters it will be in the month of April/May. 

A candidate who does not pass the examination (ESE) in any course(s) or due to some reason is not able to 

appear in the ESE, other conditions being fulfilled, and so is considered as 'Fail'), shall be permitted to 

appear in such failed course(s)' ESE in the subsequent ESE to be held in the following October /

12 RULES FOR PAYMENT OF DUES: 

1. Monthly fee is chargeable for 12 months for the existing session. 

2. At the time of admission, a student must deposit the Annual Fees, various securities and monthly tuition 

fees for six months. The second installment must be deposited in Oct. /Nov. 

3. Students who fail to pay their fees by the notified dates must pay dues latest by last day of the notified 

month. No postponement of the dates beyond this date is permissible. 

4. The Principal may be constrained to strike off the names of those student from the college rolls who fail to 

clear their dues even by the last day of the notified month for the collection of dues and who remain absent 

for ten days or more in a month. 

5. In case a student seeks re-admission on any grounds whatsoever he/she will pay re- admission fee of Rs. 

100/-. 

6. A student seeking inter college migration to this college will pay admission fee of Rs. 

250.00. If he is already registered with our University, he will not have to pay University Registration 

Fee of Rs. 30/- afresh. He will also pay monthly fee w.e.f. the month he joins the college even if he has 

paid these in the college last attended for the said month. 

7. A student seeking inter-college migration to this college from a private college will also pay the annual 

fee. 

8. In the current academic session, if a student switches over to a class either from higher to lower or from 

lower to higher level due to understandable reasons, he will not be charged admission fee afresh. 

9. College securities, if not withdrawn or get adjusted within one year of the student leaving the college, will 

lProf.se. No claim of such lapsed securities will be entertained. 

10. Absence fines are to be paid at the time of payment of college dues. Other fines are to be paid within 

notified period. 

11. The students of TDC II & III will be charged six months fee at the time of provisional admission. The 

remaining fee shall be realized after the declaration of result and regularization of admission. 

 

13. Library 

The college has well stocked library. There is a well-furnished and spacious Reading Hall. The library 

also subscribes to important dailies and periodicals. A student may borrow a maximum of four book sat 

a time for a period of 14 days. At the expiry of this period, there is a fine of Rs. 1/- per day per book. 

Reference books and periodicals are not given on loan. 

 

Library -Cum-Identity Card 

Soon after admission to the College, the Librarian will issue each student an Identity-cum- Library Card. 

The office will notify the dates for the said purpose. The students are advised to carry their Identity 

Cards with them all the time as student can be asked any time by the authorities to show the Identity 

Card. 

 

14. COLLEGE DISCIPLINE 

The college lays special emphasis on maintenance of discipline and decorum in and outside the 
classrooms. The following points may be carefully noted: 
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i) Students are expected to show proper respect to their teachers; they should be polite to one another and 

show courtesy to the all employees of the college. 

ii) In order to create favorable academic atmosphere in the college, students should maintain silence while 

moving in the college campus and sitting in the library. Movements from one classroom to other should be 

orderly. 

iii) Students should carry with them Identity Cards daily and on demand they will show it to the staff 

members. Students are strictly prohibited to bring any outsider to the college campus. They will be heavily 

fined in case they do so. 

 

iv) The following activities will be considered as violation of the college discipline and may result in fine, 

expulsion or rustication depending on gravity of the offence: 

 

 

Using mobile phones in academic blocks/ inside corridors/classrooms will 

attract a fine of up to Rs. 500/-

Damaging College property, furniture, door, windows, blackboards etc. 

Plucking flowers and destroying campus.

Interfering with the electrical appliances. 

Writing on the walls 

Eve Teasing 
Crowding in the corridors. 

Putting up notice/ sticking bills on the notice board without permission of the Principal. 

Smoking: Any student found smoking will face the act of expulsion or rustication from the 

college. 

(v) Only those functions will be held on the college campus (Premises and Ground) which are organized 

by the college administration or allowed by the Principal. Such functions must be wound up within the 

permitted time frame. 

Any student, who is guilty of misconduct in any way, shall not be eligible for prizes/scholarships/ fee 

concession or membership of SCA, Sports Council or other important bodies in the college. 

 

Discipline Committee 

1. It always takes two to make a quarrel. So all quarrels/disputes with fellow students should be avoided. A 

complaint in writing should at once be made to the Principal whenever there is a dispute. 

2. Aggrieved parties, alternatively, may immediately report the matter to any of the Discipline Committee 

members who will enquire/settle the matter. They are advised not to take law in their own hands. 

 

15. RAGGING 
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Prohibition of Ragging 

Definition of Ragging :Ragging includes display of noisy, disorderly conduct, teasing, rough or rude 

treatment, indulging in rowdy, undisciplined and obscene activities which cause or likely to cause 

annoyance, hardship, physical or psychological harm mental trauma or raise Prof.prehension or fear in a 

fresher or other students, or forcing a student to do any act which a student is not willing to do so or which 

cause him/her shame or embarrassment or danger to his/her life or limb or indulging in eve teasing. 

(Hon'ble Supreme Court of India). 

 

Ragging is completely banned by law in and outside the college campus and Hostel. 

 

Penalty for Ragging 

Whoever directly or indirectly commits, participates, abets or instigates ragging within or outside any 
education institution, shall be suspended, expelled, rusticated from the institution and shall be liable to fine 
which may extend to Rs. 10000/-. The punishment may also include cancellation of admission, suspension 
from attending classes, with-holding/withdrawing fellowship, scholarship and other financial benefits. 

The Anti Ragging Committee and Anti-Ragging Squad have been constituted to implement Raghavan 
Committee Recommendations to deal with matters relating to ragging in the college. 

 

16. RE-ADMISSION/WITHRAWAL FROM THE COLLEGE ROLLS 
Rules: The following rules govern withdrawal or removal of a student from the college rolls by the 
Principal: 

 

i) A student who remains absent from the college for ten or more days without prior sanction of the Principal 

will be removed from the college rolls. Re-admission is allowed within 10 days from the date of the name 

has been struck-off. 

ii) A student whose name is struck-off thrice will not be readmitted. 

iii) Re-admission first time: Rs. 100.00; Re-admission second time: 200.00. 

 

Withdrawal by the student: A student who would like to withdraw himself/herself from the college rolls, 

will do so by giving application and his/her application must carry counter signature of his/her parents/ 

guardian. He/she must clear all his/her dues before he/she quit the college. 

 

17. COLLEGE STUDENT'S CENTRAL ASSOCIATION (CSCA) 

As per rules laid down by the H.P. University, College Students Central Association is formed every year 

in the beginning of the session to promote participation of students in college activities. The members of 

this body are chosen by merit basis as per norms laid down by the H.P.U., on a date Prof.proved and 

notified by the H.P.U. There is also a provision for academically brilliant students and others to enter this 

august body by nomination, as per norms laid down in CSCA constitution. It must be noted that there is a 

strict rule that a student cannot be nominated if he fails to fulfill lecture condition of 75% . 

 

 

18. EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES 

The college encourages students to participate in co-curricular activities, under the supervision of our 

experienced and competent staff members. Every student has to compulsorily participate in either of the 

following activity. 

1. N.C.C.: Students are lucky that this college has separate NCC units for Boys and Girls. NCC teaches 

students the lesson of discipline and inculcates in them quality of leadership. Anyone who is

2. N.S.S.: The college has two NSS Units. The purpose of NSS is to encourage community services in 

young minds. Students are taught value of rendering their services for the 

improvement of rural and urban environment. NSS volunteers holding certificate of accomplishment 

of two year NSS regular activity along with a camp get 2% weightage in admission in postgraduate 

classes.

20. COUNSELLING CELL FOR ADOLESCENTS 

The college has started a Health Mind Cell cum Counseling Cell for Adolescents in the college. The 

objective of the Cell is to provide psychological counseling to students. In this highly competitive age, it is 

common to observe many students undergoing stress and tension that may lead to acute depression and 

many other psychological problems. There may be many of psychological problems that a youth 

experiences but is unable to share with anyone. Talking about the problems is a big leProf. in the direction 

of solving it.

24. ANNUAL PRIZE DISTRIBUTION FUNCTION 

Prizes are awarded at the Annual Prize Distribution Function of the college to the students for obtaining first 

and second position in aggregate as well as in individual subjects in the University and house examinations 

provided the students have (a) passed in all the subjects offered (b) obtained a minimum of 50% marks in the 

subject in which prize is claimed. In addition, prizes are also awarded to the outstanding achievements in sports, 

N.C.C., N.S.S. sports and other Co- curricular activities. 

 

25. OLD STUDENTS’ ASSOCIATION(OSA) 
To maintain connectivity with the ex-students and to ensure their constructive role in developing vibrant academic 

environment in the college, Old Students Association (OSA) was constituted during the last session. OSA played a 

remarkable role to celebrate the Silver Jubilee of the college. OSA and PTA collectively created a bronze bust of 

Late Sh. Lal Bahadur Shastri in the college campus. OSA also organized a grand cultural function 'Milan' on 23rd 

December, 2011 to celebrate the Silver Jubilee. 

 

26. PARENT-TEACHER ASSOCIATION (PTA) 

To encourage community participation in education, college Parents-Teacher Association (PTA) meets twice 

during the session.

30. INSTRUCTIONS FOR BOARDERS OF GIRLS’ HOSTEL 

1. The boarders are expected to arrive a day before the term begins with their own bedding, a lock, a bucket, 

a mug, curtains for the windows and a CFL Bulb. 

2. Furniture will be issued to the resident student against her signature. Before leaving the hostel she must 

obtain a certificate from the warden that the furniture issued has been returned in working condition. 
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3. The boarders are not allowed to keep mobile phones, record players and electric gadget in their rooms. 

Defaulters will be imposed a fine of Rs. 50/- and the objects will be confiscated. 

4. A weekly outing to market between 2:00 PM-5.00 PM is allowed on every Saturday. 

5. The girls will be allowed to visit local guardians (duly authorized by her parents) only once in a month 

with the prior permission of warden. 

6. No boarder will leave or enter the hostel without making an entry in the departure/arrival register of the 

hostel. 

7. Visitors/ Guests are allowed only on Sunday in the visiting room of the hotel. No visitor is allowed to enter 

the rooms of the girls. 

8. Absence from the hostel without prior permission of the warden will be deemed to be an act of indiscipline 

and punished accordingly. Parents/ guardians will have to take the wards with them after due permission of 

the warden. 

9. All boarders will report for the routine roll call daily at 5:00 PM, and any student absenting herself without 

the prior permission of the warden will be fined Rs. 5/- per day. 

10. Hostel shall have hostel committee consisting of prefect, Mess Manager, Common Room Secretary and 

Cleanliness In-charge etc. The committee will be appointed every year by the warden from amongst 

senior students of good standing to her in the administration of hostel. 

11. No hosteller will be allowed to stay in the hostel during summer vacation after the university 

examinations are over. 

12. Failed boarder will not be given admission to the hostel. 

13. The principal and member of the Hostel Committee reserve the right of censoring all correspondence of 

the resident students. 

 

31. SELF FINANCING AND ADD ON COURSES 
In order to cope with the demands and challenges of the globalization and privatization, it is imperative to 

inculcate the skills of entrepreneurship among the students. The Govt. has two Add-on Courses including 

Computer Prof.plication and Marketing & Management. These courses provide Certificate, Diploma and 

Advanced Diploma Courses and will be open to the students of B.A./ B.Com., B.C.A. and B.Sc. 

 

32. IMPORTANT UNIVERSITY/COLLEGE RULES FOR STRICT COMPLIANCE 

1. A student has to attend a minimum of 75% lectures in each course in Theory and Practical separately, 

otherwise the Examination form will not be forwarded to H.P. University. 

2. A student must obtain at least 20% marks in each subject (compulsory and elective) or 25% marks in 

aggregate in Mid Term examination in order to be eligible for the University Examinations. 

3. Smoking on college campus is strictly prohibited by law and any student found smoking, will be fined 

up to Rs. 500/- and may even face expulsion or rustication from the college. 

4. Students must utilize their free periods in reading books, magazines and newspapers available in the 

library or in pursuing some useful hobby or craft or in the practice of some sport.

Prohibition of ragging under H.P.EDUCATIONAL Institutions( Prohibition of Ragging) ACT, 2009 

defines ‘Ragging’ as doing any act, by disorderly conduct , to a student of an educational institution, 

which causes or is likely to cause physical or psychological harm or raising apprehension or fear or 

shame or embarrassment to the student. Such disorderly conduct includes, teasing or abusing or 

playing practical jokes on or causing hurt to such students or asking a student to do any act or 

perform something which such student, will not be willing to do in the ordinary course. 

A student who commits the offence of ragging shall be punishable with imprisonment for a term 

which may extend to three years or shall al be liable to fine which may extend to RS. 50,000 or both. 

If a student is convicted of the charges of committing, abetting, participating or propagating ragging, 

he shall be dismissed from the college and such student will not get admission in other colleges for a 

period of three years from the date of his dismissal from the colleges.
